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NATIONAL CHILD CARE ORGANIZATION HONORS KCET-TV

FOR AWARD-WINNING CHILDREN’S INFORMATION SERIES
LOS ANGELES, CA. June 19, 2009 – KCET/Los Angeles received national recognition once again for its award-winning child care series, A Place of Our Own and Los Niños en Su Casa.  

The station has been named 2009 recipient of the National Advocacy Award presented by the National Association for Family Child Care (NAFCC), the country’s leading organization of child care providers.  The award is presented annually to an individual or organization that supports the role of family child care in the field of early care and education.  The award will be presented at the association’s annual conference in Baltimore, June 26.  

“KCET has been instrumental in raising respect and recognition for the role of family child care providers in the communities in which they work,” said Suzanne Williamson, NAFCC president.  “A Place of Our Own and Los Niños en Su Casa have been national programs that not only highlight the providers, but also demonstrate their important role in strengthening families in these hard economic times.”   

“We like to honor organizations that strengthen the field of early childhood education, and especially those whose primary mission is separate, but not related to family child care.  These

A Place of Our Own and Los Niños en Su Casa are produced by KCET/Los Angeles and broadcast over PBS stations nationally.  Debuting in 2005, the daily half-hour programs provide important advice, information and resources for family members and providers raising children up to age five.  The programs are produced in separate English and Spanish-language versions.

“We are extremely proud to receive this important award in recognition of the important service that this series provides to families across the country,” said Al Jerome, president/general manager of KCET.  “This series has made a meaningful and measurable contribution to the cause of preparing young children emotionally and intellectually for their first day of school.”

Established in 1982, NAFCC is a non-profit organization dedicated to quality child care by strengthening the profession of family child care.

“We are proud of the positive influence A Place of Our Own and Los Niños en su Casa have on family child care providers,” said Kris Perry executive director of First 5 California.  “The show benefits families and encourages high quality services for child care providers in all communities.”

The series have been honored with numerous awards, including the 2006 Peabody Award, considered the most selective and prestigious in the electronic media industry, and a Parents’ Choice award for both the series and websites www.aplaceofourown.org and www.losninosensucasa.org. They also were nominated for a 2008 Daytime Emmy.
The series are produced as part of KCEd™, the education initiative at KCET.  Since the series’ launch, viewing studies indicate that 80 percent of participants report increased knowledge in tested areas such as managing aggressive child behavior, sharing, and the importance of learning through play, as well as changes in their own attitudes and behavior as child care providers
