Mike Embley presents live news shows on BBC World News, the BBC's 24-hour international television news and information channel. He has been working as presenter, reporter and producer with the BBC since 1983, traveling throughout the world. 

Born in south-east London, Mike started in student journalism at Cambridge University, then trained as a reporter on daily newspapers in Wales, before moving on to TV news for BBC Wales, then network news and current affairs, based in London.

Mike has worked across all major BBC news programmes. He has also reported for the BBC's flagship current affairs series Panorama and was series presenter for BBC2's Nature. In addition he was a producer and reporter for Channel 4 News.

While at BBC World News, Mike has anchored a series of major breaking stories, including the assassination of Benazir Bhutto, the 2004 Asian tsunami and the Columbia shuttle disaster. He has also hosted many one-to-one interviews for the channel's hard-hitting interview programme HARDtalk.

During his career with the BBC Mike has often reported from the US and Canada. In 1989, caught with his crew in the Loma Prieta earthquake, they reported live from the collapsed Cypress freeway in Oakland, for 24 hours.

Mike goes back on the road several weeks each year for BBC World Service Radio. Three critically-acclaimed documentary series - The Politics of Water, The Psychology of Consumerism, and Inside The World Of Google - have taken him in recent years to Russia, India, Namibia, Botswana, Germany, Sweden, Denmark, Mexico and, most recently, California. 
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
